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Opened in 2012, the Société d'Exploitation et de
Gestion des Entrepots de Monaco, abbreviated as
SEGEM, is often referred to as "Monaco Freeport". Its
"ultra-secure" 1,500 m2 premises, feature 3-metre-high
lock-up storage units ranging from 14 to 74 m2, offering
a veritable luxury concierge service to enable works of
art to be stored in Monaco under optimal conditions and
allowing the art market to develop ever more.

A Public Limited Company, with 100% state funding,
these premises with their cutting-edge technology, offer
storage in Monaco withholding duties and taxes, for
an unlimited period of time and with no deposit. They
house works of art and high value goods imported into
the EU from any country outside the union.

Monaco Freeport is also a real tool for economic
development which addresses a genuine need of art
market professionals - auction houses, museums, gallery
owners, art fairs, jewellers, etc. - as well as collectors. The
warehouse has encouraged the development of activity
centred around Monaco's art and cultural life.

How would you define SEGEM's role in the
Principality?

SEGEM's goalisto encourage the successful development
of Monaco's art market. Monaco Freeport is a strategic
tool to develop attractiveness and excellence, available
to all art and fine jewellery professionals in Monaco and
the surrounding region.

What are the Freeport's results since it opened in
2012 and how have needs evolved?

The customs warehouse has been full since the end of
2014, which proves that it addressed a real need.

Its role has evolved because while the storage function
is still primordial, it has enabled the temporary storage
of works in Monaco, to participate in the domains of
art, antiques and fine jewellery, in fairs, conventions,
auctions, exhibitions, expert appraisals, photo sessions,
restorations and so on, thus generating significant
artistic and economic activity in the Principality.

What's the outlook for the coming years?

After 2 successive extensions, Monaco Freeport now
boasts approximately 1,500 m2 of storage area. We
don't aim to compete with the free ports in Geneva,
Hong-Kong, Singapore or Luxembourg, which boast
tens of thousands of m2 of traditional storage space,
but we do plan to offer our Monegasque clients a larger
surface area while continuing to offer optimal storage
conditions, (equipped with air conditioning, hygrometry
and permanent humidity control) and security (high-
performance equipment connected directly to Monaco's
Police Department).

Finally, SEGEM's AEO certification (Authorised Economic
Operator within the EU) obtained in 2015, obliges us to
permanently ensure high levels of controls and stringent
management at the warehouse.

Which work of art struck you the most and required
particular attention?

The high quality of the works of art and fine jewellery
stored at SEGEM's premises means that for each
operation, we must rely on seasoned professionals
for packaging, transport and security activities, as well
as for handling during storage. The Monaco-certified
customs agents, SEGEM's only operators, carry out these
operations and their professionalism, which is most
appreciated by our clients, is a significant asset and one
of the reasons why SEGEM has been so successful.
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
